He wrote this song in 1739 where it was first sung at
the Foundery Meeting House in London which he had
adapted into the first Methodist chapel. He bought the
building’s lease for 115 pounds and spent around 800
pounds to refurbish it , thereby creating a space that
would accommodate 1,500 people.

Later, an unknown editor added the alleluias at the end of each line to fit a different tune that is
now sung in thousands of churches around the world on Easter Sunday.
